Assistant Associate Degree Program.

The successful candidate will be a visionary leader overseeing the development and accreditation for 
the OTA Program. The leader will be responsible for curriculum development, administration and hiring 
of faculty to support the student and program needs. They will be a key leader in the institution to 
initiate a new program, increase enrollment and collaborate with all health profession programs on 
campus.
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This is a 12-month, full time, core faculty member holding the rank of Assistant or Associate Professor 
depending on experience. The appointment will provide administrative release time to carry out the 
duties of the program director.

* Initially certified as an occupational therapist or occupational therapy assistant.
* Hold an active unrestricted occupational therapist or occupational therapy assistant license in any 
state and is eligible for an Indiana unrestricted license.
* Have an earned academic degree in Occupational Therapy or Occupational Therapy Assistant and 
hold minimally a Master degree awarded by an institution accredited by USDE-recognized accrediting 
agency.
* At least 5 years documented experience as an occupational therapist or occupational therapy 
assistant (clinical practice, administrative and scholarship),
* A minimum two years full time academic experience in post secondary education. Experience in OTA 
education is preferred.
* Preference will be given to applicants with previous ACOTE accreditation standard experience.
