The University of Kentucky, College of Health Sciences, Department of Athletic Training and Clinical
Nutrition is seeking a full-time (12-months) non-tenure eligible, Research Title faculty member at rank
determined by qualifications, to begin employment on July 1, 2025.
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The College of Health Sciences, Department of Athletic Training and Clinical Nutrition is seeking a
motivated individual who can contribute to an ongoing research agenda associated with funded clinical
trials investigating the consequences of musculoskeletal injuries. This effort includes a strong research
agenda that incorporates a multidisciplinary approach dedicated to injury prevention, musculoskeletal
rehabilitation, and the connections between sensorimotor and neurocognitive deficiencies. The primary
obligations of this position are to Department of Defense funded clinical research including study
coordination, data collection, development of new projects, and student mentorship in the Sports
Medicine Research Institute.
